OFFICIAL PRINT RULES

1. 
Eligibility & Deadline:

A. 
Any PPI member, resident or non-resident of Idaho may enter the competition.

B.
Current PPI Association dues must be paid to enter competition.

C.
Only paid registrants to current year’s convention prior to judging are eligible for awards.

D.      
Cases must be to one of the drop off points no later than 5 PM on February28, 2008

You may hand deliver your case to the Print Judging room at the Grove Hotel in Boise, no later than 5 PM on Saturday, March 1, 2008.

2. 
Entry Procedures:

A. The Print Entry Fee of $50 must accompany each print case. 

Make check payable to PPI.  Cases without fees will not be judged.

B. 
Official Entry Form must be completed with signed certification and accompany each print case entry.  Prints without form will not be judged.

C. 
Total number of entries permitted is six, plus one finished product entry.

D. 
Entries should be shipped in fiber or metal case.  Other containers allowed only with hand delivery.

E. 
Only one individual’s entries allowed per case.  

F. 
Out of State Entrant: Entries are accepted from those who are not members of PPI for the purpose of scoring only.  They need not be a convention attendee, however, the case fees still apply.  The entries will be judged for score only and are not eligible for any of the awards.

3. 
General Exhibit Rules:

A. 
The official identification label, including title, category, name and address of the maker, must be placed in the upper left hand corner on the back of the photograph.

B. 
MOUNTING:  All prints must be permanently mounted on a 16x20 inch maximum, (15.5x19.5 inch minimum mount board). Masonite is not allowed.  Entry thickness shall be a minimum of 1/8 inch and maximum of 3/8 inch at any point on the entry.  The

Print(s) may not be under glass. Plastic covering is permitted, but not recommended. Overlays, under lays and Polaroid transfers are acceptable.  Prints may be less than 16x20 inch and any shape, but must be mounted on above-mentioned board.  To prevent damage

To other prints, no foreign materials may be added to the front or back surface of the print other than standard retouching material.

C. 
ALL ENTRIES MUST BE TITLED.

D. 
No two images shall be of the same subject matter. No image shall be of a subject matter previously entered in PPI judging unless treatment is such as to produce an entirely different image.

E. 
Any print previously accepted in an affiliated association competition or in a PPI annual print competition, receiving a score of 80 or more, is not eligible.

F. 
Photographs made under the supervision of an instructor are ineligible.

G. 
Electronic imaging:  This category is to include any image that was created by means of electronic imaging; it may include any combination of photography clip art and special effects.  All the work on this entry must be done by the entrant. Scanning and final output can be done by an outside source.

H. 
Wedding & Social Event Album - albums will be judged on their impact, creativity, style, print quality, technique, story content, expressions of subjects, lighting, presentation and salability of work.

1.
Submission of an album will be counted as one print entry and its score will go towards your total accumulative points. No multiple volume albums are allowed.

2.
All images in the album must have been photographed by the entrant. No other photographer’s images are allowed.

3. 
All images must be from the same Social Event.

4. 
Album size is limited to an 11 x 14 inch or smaller album. However, images within the album can be of any size for the purpose of enhancing creativity and the story telling aspects of the album.

5. 
An image entered in an album cannot be entered as an individual submission in the same print competition.

I. 
Finished Product is a portrait of your subject choice - finished and framed the way you would present it to your client. (Does not count toward total accumulative points) 

4. 
Masters Rules (for those individuals holding the PPA Master of Photography degree)

All General Exhibit Rules apply to the Masters except for MOUNTING:  Entries may not exceed 480 square inches with the largest dimension 30” (if an entry is 30” long on one dimension, the maximum other dimension is 16”) The presentation (including image) may be of any proportion or shape but not smaller that 80 square inches.

AWARDS:  Masters may enter all areas of competition.  They are eligible to receive the following awards:  Print of Distinction Ribbons, Master Awards, Photographer’s Choice, Judge’s Choice, Kodak Gallery, Fuji Masterpiece, Finished Product and Best of Idaho.

5. 
Classification of Entries:

A.
 Each General print entry must be classified in one of the following categories:

PW - Portrait Woman * PM - Portrait Man * PC - Portrait Child * 

PG - Portrait Group * C - Commercial *W – Wedding * WA - Wedding Album * U - Unclassified 

B.
Each Master Print Entry must be classified in one of the following categories:

MP – Master Portrait * MC - Master Commercial * MW - Master Wedding (this includes Wedding Albums made by a Master) * MU - Master Unclassified

6. 
AWARDS (Annual dues and Convention fees must be paid prior to judging to receive any awards presented at the annual awards banquet)

A. 
All prints receiving a score of 70 or above will be accepted for exhibition and will receive an acceptance corner. Prints receiving a score of 80 or above will receive a “Print of Distinction” ribbon.

B. 
Awards will be given to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd in each classification where judges deem entries are worthy of awards. 

C.
Judge’s Choice:  Is awarded to a print that each judge chooses as his/her personal favorite.

D. 
Photographer’s Choice:  The print which garners the most votes by ballot from PPI members.

E. 
Best of Idaho:  The highest scoring print entered in the competition, excluding Finished Product.

F. 
Photographer of the Year:  The photographer who garners the highest number of accumulative points from the four highest scored prints entered in the General Exhibition.

G. 
Master Photographer of the Year:  The photographer who garners the highest number of accumulative points from the four highest scored prints entered in the Master’s Exhibition.

H. 
Court of Honor:  Four photographers from the General and the top two Master photographers will make up the PPI Court of Honor.  These are chosen from those who garner the highest number of accumulated points from the four highest scored prints in their division.  In the event of a tie, awards will be given with equal status to all.

I. 
Rookie of the Year:  A plaque will be presented by PPI to the photographer who garners the highest number of accumulated points from the four highest scored prints in the general exhibit and is entering prints for the first time in a professional print competition.

7. 
Judging

A.
Judging will be performed by a five-judge panel with one alternate judge. Each photograph will be scored on its degree of excellence as follows:

Exceptional: 94-90 

Superior: 89-85 

Excellent: 86-80 

Above Average: 79-76 

Acceptable: 75-74 

Below Average: 73 and below

B. 
All photographs receiving an initial score of 78 or 79 are automatically reviewed. The final score may go up to 80 or stay the same.  The final score will be the official score on these and any other challenged photographs.

8. 
Print Return

A. 
No entries may be removed from the exhibit before they are officially released by the print chairman.

B. 
Entries not picked up at the close of the convention will be returned freight collect.

LIABILITY:  In the event an entry is damaged by handling, shipping or negligence, PPI or any persons involved are not responsible for replacement or reimbursement. Entries are submitted at the maker’s risk.  

FINAL DECISIONS:  The Convention Committee will have the authority to make any final decisions about questions not specifically covered by these rules and that decision will be final.  The Convention Committee shall consist of the following people:  President, Convention Chairman and Print Chairman.

PLEASE NOTE: ALL POTRAITS WILL BE JUDGED THAT ARE RECEIVED BY THE CUTOFF TIME & DATES LISTED -- BUT ONLY THOSE PRINTS CONFORMING TO THE RULES HEREBY OUTLINED WILL BE ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE AWARDS OF ANY KIND
